When hosting a community litter pick we advise you first fill out a 

specific risk assessment for your designated area to reduce any 

risk of harm to volunteers. We have attached an example risk 

assessment which you can use to assess your area. Please note 

you may have more potential hazards than the spaces available, 

follow on from the table and add these below for an accurate risk 

assessment.
