BYELAWS

BYELAWS made under Scction 68 of the Town Police Clruses
Act 1847, and Scction 171 of the Public Ilealth Act 1875, by
the HUNTINGDON DISTRICT COUNGIL with respest Lo
hackney carriages in HUNTINGDON DISTRICT.

. Throughout these byclaws “the Coundl” mesns the

HUNTINGDON DISTRICT COUNGIL and “the district” means
THE ADMINISTRATIVE AREA OF HUNTINGDON DISTRICT
AS DEFINED BY THE ENGLISH NON—METROPOLITAN
DISTRICTS (NAMES) ORDER, 1973,

{a) The proptricior of a hackncy carriage shall cause the
number of the livence granted to him in respect of the carriage
to be legibly painted or marked on the outside and inside of
the carriage, or on plates alfixed ther¢lo;

{b) A proprictor or driver of & hackney carriage shall:

i not willully or negligently caust or saffer any such number to
to be concealed from public view while the carriage is standing
or plying for hire;

ii. nol cause or permit the carringe to stand or ply for hire with
sny such painting, marking or plate s0 defaced that any figurc
or material particular is illegible.

The proprictor of a hackney carviage shall

(8) provide sufficient means by which any perton in the
curriage may communieate with the driver;

(b) cause the roof or covering to be kept water-tight;

(c) provide any necssary windows and a means of opening

and cloting not less than one wisdow on each side;
{d) cause the scats to be properly cushioned or covered;

(¢) cause the foor to be provided with a proper carpet, mat, or
other suitable covering;

{1) eause the fittings end {umiture genenally to be kept in s
clean condition, well maintained and in every way fit for
public service;

{g) provide means for scouring luggage If the earriage is g0
constructed as 1o carry loggege;

(h) provide an elfcient fire extinguisher which shall be carried
in such a position =1 1o be readily available for use;

(i) provide a1 Jeast two doors for the wse of persons conveyed
in such carriage and & separate means of ingress and egress lor
the driver.

The proprictor of & hackney iage shall eause the same to be
provided with a taximeter so constructed, artached and
triain lained 25 lo comply with the following requirements, that

Is 1o zay:

(a} the taximeter shall be fitted with a key, flag or other device
the tuming of which will bring the machinery of the taximeter
into action and cause the word “HIRED" to appear on the face
of the laximeter;

(b) such key, flag, or other deviee shall be capable of being
locked in such 1 position that the machinery of the taximeter
is not In action and that no fare is recorded on the [ace of the
taximeter;

{¢} when the machinery of the taximeter s in action therc shall
be recorded on the face of the taximeter in clearly legible

figures a fare not excecding the rate or fare which the
proprictar or driver is entitled to demand and take for the
hire of the carriage by distance in pursuance of the byelaw
in that behally

(d) the word “FARE" shall be printed on the face of the
taximeter in plain letters 5o a5 clearly to apply to the [are
recorded thereon;

{¢) the taximeter shall be so placed Lhat all Jetters and figurcs
on the face thereol pre at all times plainly visible to any
person being conveyed in the carriage, and for that purpusc
the letters and figures shafl be capable of being suitably
illuminated during acy period of hiring;

(1) the taximeter and all the fittings thereof shall be so alTixed
to the curringe with seals or other appliances that it shall not
be practicable for sny person Lo tamper with them excepl by
breaking, damaging or permanently displacing the scals or
other appliances.

Every proprietor of s hackney carrisge provided with a
taximeter, not filted with 2 flag or other device bearing the
words “FOR HIRE” shall cause the carriage to be provided
with a sign 5o constructed at to comply with the following
requirements, that is to say:

(a) the sign shall bear the words “FOR HIRE" in plain letters
at Jeast one inch in height;

(b) the sign shall be capable of being so operated that it
indicates clearly nod conveniently to persons outside the
aarriage whether or not the carringe is for hire,

The driver of a backney carriage provided with 2 taximetes
shall:

(8) when standing or plying for hire, keep 1he key, flag or







other device fitted in pursuance of the’byelaw in that behalf
Jocked in the posilion in which no Farc is recorded on the facc
of the taximeter; and operate the sign provided in pursuance of
Byclaw 5 so that the words “FOR HIRE" are clearly and
conveniently legible by persons outside the carriage;

(b) as soon as the carriage is hired whether by distance or by
lime, operate the said sign so that the words *FOR HIRE”
arc not conveniently legible by persons outside the carriage;

(c) a8 soon as the carriage is hired by distance, and before
beginning the journey, bring the machinery of the taximeter
into action by moving the said key, or other device, so that the
word “HIRED" is legible on the face of the taximeter and
keep the machinery of the taximeter in action until the
termination of the hiring;

(d) cause the dial of the taximeter to be kept properly

(a) proceed with reasonable speed 1o onc of the stands fixed
by the byelaw in that behall;

(b) if a stand, at the time of his arrival, is occupied by the full
number of carriages authorised to occupy it, proceed to
another stand;

(<) on arriving at a stand not already occupicd by the full
number ol carriages authorised lo occupy it, station the
carriage Immediately behind the carrisge or carriages on the
siand and o a3 to face in the same direction;

(d) from time 1o time when any other camriage immediately
is front is driven olf or moved forward cause bis catrage to
be moved forward so as to fill the place previously occupied
by the carriage driven off or moved forward.

19. (a) The proprictor of a hackncy carriage shall causc a statement
of the fares fixed by the byelaw in that behall to be exhibited
inside the carriage, in clearly distinguishable letters and figures;

{b) The proprictor or driver of a hackney carriage bearing 2
stutement of fares in accordance with this byclaw shall not
willully or negligently cause or suffer the letters or figures in
ihe statement to be concealed or rendered illegible at any time
while the carriage is plying or being used for hire,

The proprictor or driver of a hackney carmriage shall immediatcly
after the termination of any hiring or as s00n as practicable
thercafter carcfully scarch the carriage for any property which
may have been accidentally left therein,

21. The propritlor or driver of a hackney carriage shall, if any

property accidentally left therein by any person who may have
been conveyed in the carriage be found by or handed to him,

{a) carry it as soon as possible and in any event within 48
hours, if not sooncr claimed by or on behalf of its owner, to the
the olfice of the Council, and lcave it in the custody of the
officer in charge of the office on his giving a reccipt for it;

{b) be entitled 10 teceive from any person to whom the
property shall be re-delivered an amount equal to five pence

in the pound of its estimated value {or the fare for the distance
from the place of finding to the olfice of the Council,
whichever be the greater) but not more than five pounds,

22.  Every person who shall offend against any of these byelaws
shall be liable on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding
twenty pounds and in the casc of a continuing offence 10 a
further fint not exceeding five pounds for each day during
which the offence continues after conviction therefor,
